-Daily 5: This is a supplement to our reading program. It allows students to work independently on centers while I meet one on one and with small reading groups)

-CAFÉ (Comprehension, Accuracy, Fluency, Extending Vocab): Each week we will learn new strategies for improving our reading. Our strategies this week are…
*  check  for understanding (Comprehension)

*  cross checking (accuracy)
*  tune in to interesting words (expand vocab).

-Friendly letters to Mrs. Peterson about our hopes and dreams for 3rd grade (and anything we might be worried about)

-Goal setting for 1st quarter
Social Studies/Science:     
-Building community and establishing routines through “ice-breakers” and ACE (Aerospace in Education) character activities
